2005 National CE Quiz

Contest Rules and Regulations

A. Qualifications

1. Contestants should be bona fide students of the participating school and should be enrolled in the BSCE Undergraduate Program as of the first semester/trimester, AY 2005-2006.

2. During registration before the contest proper, each contestant should present any document (e.g., school ID with picture and proof of registration) verifying rule A.1.

B. Guidelines

1. The contest shall consist of three (3) elimination rounds and a final round.

2. The 120 teams shall be divided into two (2) rosters.  Rosters will be pre-assigned randomly.  No two teams from the same school will be in the same roster.  

3. Questions will cover topics in basic engineering mechanics, mechanics of materials, surveying, water resources, hydrology, fluid mechanics, environmental and sanitary, transportation, structural, construction materials, and geotechnical engineering.

4. Only ordinary scientific calculators may be used in the contest.  Programmable calculators and pocket computers are strictly prohibited.  Contestants’ calculators will be checked just before the contest proper.  If in case contestants should still bring programmable calculators or pocket computers, the UP ACES will temporarily confiscate these items.  Also, the UP ACES will not provide scientific calculators therefore these contestants are forced to proceed with the contest without the use of any calculators.
5. Allotted time and the equivalent points for each question will be specified before each question.  Each question will be read twice.  Ten (10) seconds before allotted time elapses, the quiz master will announce for the contestants to finalize their answers, and finally, a tone will be sounded off to indicate that time has elapsed.  Answer boards should automatically be raised right after the tone has been sounded off.

6. Final answers should include the correct units.  Any team to give an answer without indicating the correct unit(s) will be considered incorrect.  Illegible answers will likewise be awarded no points.

7. Any protest will be entertained only before the start of the succeeding question.  The decision of the Board of Judges is final.

8. Only officially registered members of a team will be allowed to compete.  Changes in the lineup should be made known to the organizers and may only be done before the contest proper.  Contestants and alternates of one team may not play for another.  Substitution of an original contestant by an alternate (and vice versa) will be allowed only before any round.

9. Clarifications regarding the contest mechanics shall be entertained by the UP ACES Academic Committee before the contest and at the information booth that will be set up at the venue.

C. The Elimination Rounds

1. Elimination Round I: Roster A and Roster B will each go through the first elimination round separately.  The top 4 teams from each roster, having clearly demonstrated mastery of the academic areas, will automatically qualify for the final round.
Elimination Round II: The remaining teams from each roster will go through the second elimination round, again separately.  The top 3 from each roster will likewise advance to the final round.

Elimination Round III: Teams from both rosters that have not yet qualified for the final round will still have a last chance.  The rosters will be combined in going through the last elimination round and the top 6 teams will lastly qualify for the final round.  However, in the last elimination round, only 1 person shall represent the team, hence they must choose their best representative.

2. There will be 21 questions allotted for the first elimination round and 15 questions each for the last two elimination rounds.  None of these points will be carried from one round to the succeeding other.

3. Should ties exist for the last qualifying slot of any elimination round, tiebreaker questions will be given for the teams in contention.  The knockout system will be employed; a wrong answer will automatically eliminate a team.
4. During each round, non-participating teams and alternates will be held in a room wherein communication devices will be temporarily confiscated in the interest of fairness.  Thus, only teams and alternates who have qualified for the final round will be allowed to join the audience during the preliminary rounds.

D. Final Round

1. All qualifying teams start from scratch in the final round that shall consist of 24 questions.

2. The top three teams with the highest scores shall be declared winners of the top three places respectively.

3. Should ties exist for any place, tiebreaker questions in a knockout system will be given to the teams in contention until only three (3) teams remain for which these three shall be declared the respective winners.
